Engraving is the practice of incising a design onto a hard, usually flat surface by
cutting grooves into it with a burin. The result may be a decorated object in itself, as
when silver, gold, steel, or glass are engraved, or may provide an intaglio printing
plate, of copper or another metal, for printing images on paper as prints or illustrations:;
these images are also called ‘engravings’. Engraving was a historically important
method of producing images on paper in artistic printmaking, in mapmaking, and also
for commercial reproductions and illustrations for books and magazines. It has long
been replaced by various photographic processes in its commercial applications and,
partly because of the difficulty of learning the technique. is much less common in
printmaking, where it has been largely replaced by etching and other techniques.
Engraving is also loosely but incorrectly used for any old black and white print: it
requires a degree of expertise to distinguish engravings from prints using other
techniques such as mezzotint. Many old master prints also combine techniques on the

same plate, further confusing matters. Line engraving and steel engraving cover use
for reproductive prints, illustrations in books and magazines. and similar uses. mostly
in the 19th century, and often not actually using engraving. Traditional engraving. by
burin or with the use of machines, continues to be practised by goldsmiths, glass
engravers, gunsmiths and others, while modern industrial techniques such as
photoengraving and laser engraving have many important applications. Engraved gems
were an important art in the ancient world, revived at the Renaissance, although the
term traditionally covers relief as well as intaglio carvings, and is essentially a branch
of sculpture rather than engraving, as drills were the usual tools.

PASSAGE 2:

Folk art encompasses art produced from an indigenous culture or by peasants or other
labouring tradespeople. In contrast to fine art, folk art is primarily utilitarian and
decorative rather than purely aesthetic. Folk Art is characterized by a naive style, in
which traditional rules of proportion and perspective are not employed. As a
phenomenon that can chronicle a move towards civilization yet rapidly diminish with
modernity, industrialization, or outside influence. the nature of folk art is specific to its
particular culture. Characteristically folk art is not influenced by movements in
academic or fine art circles. and. in many cases. folk art excludes works executed by
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professional artists and sold as ‘high art” or ‘fine art’ to the society's art patrons. On
the other hand, many [8th- and 19th-century American folk art painters made their
living by their work, including jtinerant portrait painters. some of whom produced
large bodies of work.

Terms that might overlap with folk art are naive art, tribal art, primitive art, popular
art, outsider art, traditional art, tramp art and working-class art/blue-collar art. As one
might expect, these terms can have multiple and even controversial connotations but
are often used interchangeably with “folk art’. Folk art expresses cultural identity by
conveying shared community values and aesthetics. It encompasses a range of
utilitarian and decorative media, including cloth, wood. paper. clay. metal and more. If
traditional materials are inaccessible. new materials are often substituted. resulting in
contemporary expressions of traditional folk art forms. Folk art reflects traditional art
forms of diverse community groups—ethnic, tribal, religious, occupational.
geographical, age- or gender-based—who identify with each other and society at large.
Folk artists traditionally learn skills and techniques through apprenticeships in
informal community settings. though they may also be formally educated.

PASSAGE 3:

Lampworking is a type of glasswork where a torch or lamp is primarily used to melt
the glass. Once in a molten state, the glass is formed by blowing and shaping with
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tools and hand movements. It is also known as flameworking or torchworking, as the
modern practice no longer uses oil-fueled lamps. Although lack of a precise definition
for lampworking makes it difficult to determine when this technique was first
developed, the earliest yerifiable lampworked glass is probably a collection of beads
thought to date to the fifth century BC. Lampworking became widely practiced in
Murano, Italy in the 14th century. In the mid 19th century lampwork technique was
extended to the production of paperweights, primarily in France, where it became a
popular art form, still collected today. LLampworking differs from glassblowing in that
glassblowing uses a furnace as the primary heat source. although torches are also used.
Early lampworking was done in the flame of an oil lamp. with the artist blowing air
into the flame through a pipe. Most artists today use torches that burn either propane or
natural gas. or in some countries butane, for the fuel gas. mixed with either air or pure
oxygen as the oxidizer. Many hobbyists use MAPP gas in portable canisters for fuel
and some use oxygen concentrators as a source of continuous oxygen. Tools for
lampworking are similar to those used in glassblowing. Graphite is frequently used for
the working surfaces of lampworking tools because of its ability to withstand high
temperatures, low coefficient of friction, and resistance to sticking to the molten glass.
Steel is used where greater strength is required. Some moulds may be made from
fruitwoods. Brass may be used for working surfaces where a higher coefficient of
friction is desired.
